NEW BUSINESS

Festival Chair Proposal

Following completion of accounting for this year’s summer events, Laura Ambrogio, 2011 Festival Chair, submitted the following proposal for profit distribution to be voted on at our January meeting:


Total Profits for Festival & 5K = $10,647

1. Payback WBA for money borrowed
$4,000
2. MFAC for Outside Firehouse Gallery $500
3. Boys and Girls Club to produce more painted barrels $1,000 ($100 for paint / barrel, barrels are free from DPW)

4. Balance to be added to the Summer Concert Series account for 5 concerts for 2012 summer $5,146.
a. Potential to partner with other neighborhood associations to defray / share cost.

b. All concerts will be on Sunday PM to avoid any confusion and to save on marketing costs, and just one big concert day of festival vs. one evening before.

The Summer Concert Series needs volunteers for next summer. The first meeting will be December 8th at 7PM (location TBD). Please email Wendy Terenzio (goomba261@aol.com) if you are interested in being a volunteer. We need people to help choose bands, genres, advertise/PR, fundraiser ideas (magnets, bumper stickers, water, etc), public speaker, set up / breakdown, permits.

The New Festival Chair for 2012 will be Tina Catapano of Wild Expressions.

Boys and Girls Club Update - Pumpkins on the Pier Success

Ralph Harrison with the Boys and Girls Club reported that their first signature event was a great success. It will be a permanent, annual event. They estimate it raised $25,000 for the B&G Club ($200K annual budget) with 2,400-2,600 attendees.

They have also received their official charter for the Milford B&G Club. They currently have 151 students enrolled. Simon Lake status – has officially been turned over to the City from the Board of Ed and will be up to the new Mayor as to what it is used for.

Due to time constraints, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:17PM. WBA elections, and review of Festival fundraising will be discussed at November meeting.

WB Enhancement Committee

Frank Goodrich provided an update on the EC. There remains $400K of the original $1 million granted to be spent. A portion of this will go to Stowe Barn. Frank is soliciting input for how to spend the balance. Suggestions from the group included dog poop bag dispensers (need to wait to determine whether dogs will be allowed or not as the rule varies between city and state and the state park is ruled by state) and sidewalks for rest of Naugatuck Ave. Frank did announce that a 26 year old had been arrested for the boardwalk graffiti.

Block Watch

Fred Detar will officially be leading this effort going forward.

Membership Update

Elvira Prokoski, Membership Chair, indicated we had 25 renewals and 8 new members. We now have a total of 102 members.

Elections

Elections were deemed unnecessary following Marty Lippman’s withdrawal from the VP race. The 2012 Board for the WBA is as follows: President Joe Garbus, VP Frank Goodrich, Secretary Meghan Rabuse and Treasurer Leisa Gadzik.
